General Objectives

It has been the general aim of the Center to implement a new spirit in what concerns both the Portuguese legal research and legal teaching, a spirit guided by:

- Opening to new methodologies of legal analysis (like Law and Economics, Legal Policies, Law and Social Studies, Legal discursive analysis);

- Setting up a new didactic and academic model, based on a) bi-directional communication; b) participation of students in research projects; and c) service to the community;

- Promoting internationalization, through overcoming traditional ideas on the peculiarities of each national legal order;

- Reflecting on new or emergent legal forms, subjects and dogmatics, both in international and Portuguese society, according to new models of social, political and cultural inter

sensitiveness;

- Promoting inter-disciplinary work, integrating both legal and non legal approaches;

- Articulating research and teaching, namely through the involvement of students (graduate and undergraduate) in research teams;

- Broadening the frontiers of research, by establishing networks with foreign centres, namely in the framework of EU and within the Portuguese Speaking World;

- Creating and developing interfaces between research activities and community service, either as consultant of official institutions and charities or by offering communitarian
legal aid.

Cedis has four specific goals:

a) to constitute supporting structures to new ways of multidisciplinary legal research, by enrichment of the available bibliographic and documentary tools;

b) to give a new coherence to the scientific achievements of our School, through the constitution of a doctrinal corpus witnessing the coherence of its academic work;

Integrative/multidisciplinary activities during the year of 2011
The initial decision of creating a unique Centre instead of giving space to an atomistic multiplication of specialized units was a deliberate strategy of, on the one hand,

gathering a sufficient critical mass of senior academic staff around an only research focus; and, on the other hand, of creating a melting pot of scientific transversal skills.

Nonetheless, the increasing specialization of problems led to the constitution of three new investigation cells: CPIC, Antigona and Laboratério RAL, each one focused on
particular investigation domains. Despite the multiplicity, the investigation work is articulated, aiming to achieve similar objectives, such as internal coherence concerning
scientific production. On the other hand, most investigators are common to the investigation cells and Cedis.

Secondly, in the constitution of the Centre, a place was given to external researchers, coming from other schools and other areas of expertise, either from our or other
universities, as well as with legal or non legal background. We must stress that this attitude is very far from being common in Portuguese legal schools. An example was
the open lecture given by Prof. Michele Luminati about “La magistrature italienne de 1945 nos jours: de prétres de la justice a gardiens de la Constitution”

Thirdly, the combination of several levels of research personal, which was also an early decision, allowed the combination of experienced experts with post-graduate
students and even young students in their first approach to research.

A concrete sign of this all embracing spirit were the SPEED Seminars, participated by all the members of the School, without discrimination, listening professors, external
experts and PH. D Students.

Also in concrete projects — such as the Observatories on legislation or on Alternative Dispute Resolution - , non legal experts, coming from other institutions, were
involved, contributing to the richness of the results with their sociological or economical approaches. Also projects on legal history incorporated successfully Portuguese
and foreigner general historians. Finally, the texts produced on the field of the African studies combined a large array of scientific domains, from law to political science
and anthropology.

As a result of this generous openness, several students became able to a quite autonomous scientific intervention, although at their proper level.

In promoting this participation of students in research activities, the Centre developed not only their specialized knowledge but also promoted a new attitude of scientific
entrepreneurship and new communicational competences, which are worthy assets to their integration in the professional life.

Objectives & Achievements

Objectives

The aim of this sub-project is to provide scientific infra-structures to the study of the law of Portuguese speaking countries, by compiling relevant data on both
contemporary and historical lusophone African , South American and Southeast Asian legal systems in social and political context. This includes not only the systematic
collection of relevant legal texts and documents (legislation, jurisprudence, court decisions,” historical” legal data), but also material on its embeddedness in local cultural
and socio-political environments. At the same time, we intend to proceed with ongoing studies on the law and politics of former Portuguese colonies, Brazil and East-
Timor included, in order to get an overview of the post-colonial evolution of formal legal systems, namely in what concerns legal hybridism in Brazil , lusophone Africa
and Southeast Asia and its role in post-colonial legal changes.

There are no systematic data bases on lusophone African and Southeast Asia legal systems in Portugal. There are very few overviews of the post-colonial evolution of
such systems, and still fewer on the local legal expressions in lusophone African and Southeast Asia populations. As a result, much of what has been carried out is of great
novelty.

After
an initial approach to these instruments, the areas under study are the following: equality and non discrimination, access to services and equipment for prevention,
treatment, care and support, integration in the labour market and job security, surveillance, social and institutional support. The research is structured in order to identify
eventual gaps and means to tackle them and to define appropriate intervention for the effective realization of the rights of the people who are HIV/AIDS positive.

For this purpose, the project involves several activities: i) collection of national and international legal instruments which apply specifically to people with HIV/AIDS; ii)
identification of the objectives aimed by the adoption of those instruments; iii) questionnaires applied to 300 people living with HIV / AIDS regarding their perception
about the respect for their rights by public and private sectors; iv) Treatment of the received statistical information; v) dissemination of results obtained.

On the other hand, this sub-project aimed to build bridges between “pure” research and social demand. On the one hand, legal research deals as well with normative
elements as with empirical social issues, so that research shall necessarily be oriented to problems (problem solving approach). This has actually been a secular trend in
legal knowledge, which justifies the very classification of legal knowledge as a prudential (practical science). The proper way of incorporating praxis into academic
theory is to bring social problems inside the schools, rather that to extrude Faculty members in order to grasp praxis out there. On the other hand, Portuguese society is
ravaged by huge social problems with which law has urgently to cope. Disclaiming any intend of competing with established legal professionals (professors and student
under their guidance), plural leveled academic teams will handle practical issues brought by citizens, within specific ranges of legal and social praxis. Upon the
experience extracted from cases, new models of legal response will be tuned. Such ranges will be:

1. New legal models of conflict resolution

2. Mapping new institutional tools for granting fundamental rights

3. Legal tools for a post-state governance

4. New challenges to private law

In each domain, practical work arises from theoretical models and shall provide social and practical feedback to the assessment of these models.

Objectives

This project comprises five sub-projects, namely:

Observatory of Portuguese legislation (sub-project 1)

Evolution of jurisprudence about the Arbitration Statute (sub-project 2)

Regulation of Intellectual Property Licensing Contracts in Portuguese Law (sub-project 3)

The interface between intellectual property and competition law (sub-project 4)

Public procurement and competition law (sub-project 5)

All projects are aimed at examining the applicable law in each of these domains and addressing the question of the adequacy of legal regulation to the reality of the
situations to which those laws are destined. Some of the sub-projects which integrate this group are strong examples of interesting bridges made between different
branches of Law.

Subproject 1 concerns the Observatory of Portuguese legislation. The Observatory aims are: to offer, researchers in different areas, independent data on the current
Portuguese legislative production; to provide an academic reflection on quantitative and qualitative aspects of legislation; to contribute to a more in-depth knowledge of
legislation by experts as well as by law addressees.

To achieve its main goals the Observatory has two main instruments: a data base and a publication - an annual survey , divided into two parts: the first presents a
quantitative analysis of governmental and parliamentary legislation; the second offers a qualitative analysis of a particular subject in the lawmaking procedure. So far
three issues have been published.

Subproject 2 aims to search for and analyze superior courts decisions, which apply arbitration rules. In particular it intends to establish the standard interpretation of the
different superior courts of the grounds of annulment of arbitral awards. This is a fundamental work in an area that has recently known a huge development and interest
from the Portuguese community. The knowledge and understanding of the superior courts decisions on arbitration is essential for the stabilization of the arbitration
practice. So far a first book has been published comprising some of this jurisprudence.

Sub-project 3 is based on the analysis of the underlying principles of the regulation of intellectual property licenses (both in copyright and industrial property) and the
consideration of their practical implications. It aims at identifying the rules applicable to the grant of authorization to exploit intellectual works or simply to use the works
and does so by analyzing different types of contracts. Furthermore, it intends to conclude if the present legal framework contributes to protect the owner’s rights or if
legislative reforms are advisable. Several articles have already been published on this subject by CEDIS’s investigators and a book is being prepared comprising

approximately 20 articles analyzing types of IP contracts.

Subproject 4 deals with the interface between copyright and industrial property laws with economic theory. It departures from the fact that in both those fields of law we
study incentive based behavior, which makes intellectual property such a significant field of study for law and economics. Departing from papers specifically written for
this purpose, the project aims at creating a space of discussion for some of the most problematic subjects which we face nowadays in IP and to which regulation
Economics can give a crucial contribution.

Subproject 5 addresses the problems which result from the intersection of public procurement and competition, usually studied by only one of these fields of law and from
one single (and incomplete) perspective. The project is a first attempt of interdisciplinary analysis of these problems and of extracting some conclusions from the
confluence of these two different perspectives for problems, which are common to both fields.

Main Achievements

Regarding the five sub-projects that together constitute the Research Group, we can stress the following achievements as the msin ones:

(sub-project 1) Observatory of Portuguese legislation

A new issue of its annual publication “Boletim do Observatorio de Legislagdo Nacional, n. °3” was published in January 2011. Also during the year of 2011 were
developed all the activities related to the elaboration of a new issue of the Observatory annual publication (to be published in 2012).

(sub-project 2) Evolution of jurisprudence about the Arbitration Statute

Objectives

This Project comprises several sub-projects aiming at the construction of scientific tools which can be used by professional researchers and undergraduate students. The
participation of the students will be obtained by two means: (i) students will have an active participation in the construction of the above mentioned scientific tools, by
applying themselves to the grants financed by the project; (ii) the availability of such tools will allow a pedagogical turn in legal historical courses, as well as in courses
dealing with legal thought. From now on, students can carry on research on specific fields of law using the texts and rules made available electronically. At the same time,
they can enrich these tools with papers and essays based on their material. This will allow an active learning, comprising the acquisition of complementary abilities — self
organization, technical skills and production of innovative results.

Other goal of this subproject is to get legal information on citizenship subjects by using information available on already done WebPages. Part of this information will
also be collected by the students, whom will be given the incentive to use it in their works on historical legal subjects concerning Portuguese citizenship in XIX and XXth
centuries.

Subproject 1:

Digital library of Sources for Portuguese legal history: during the last years the CEDIS supported the construction of a library on line, comprehending sources for
Portuguese Legal History. As there are already WebPages concerning legislation and parliamentary debates, our efforts are concentrated in doctrinal sources, covering
systematically the academic production of Coimbra’s Law Faculty during the 19th century, along with the most important non academic works of legal literature of that
period. Currently, more than 800 books have been scanned and prepared for electronic edition, being available for the national and international community. The
collection is unique, deserving the attention of the international community of legal historians. Reports on the Digital Library were published in international journals of
Legal History and preliminary are running with the scope of replicating in other countries (namely, in Spain and Brazil), the work done in the FDUNL-CEDIS.

Subproject 2: "Legislation: workers and work in Portugal and Brazil"

Within an institutional agreement between the Universidade Estadual de Campinas and the Universidade Nova de Lisboa a cooperation around this project between
researchers of the Instituto de Filosofia e Ciéncias Humanas da Universidade de Campinas (CECULT - IFCH - UNICAMP) and CEDIS was initiated. The main objective
of the project is the creation of a database which will make all the Portuguese and Brazilian legislation on enslaved, freemen and free workers (from XVI to XX centuries)
available in the internet, as well as those laws related with work conditions in Portugal, Portuguese Africa and America and Brazil:

-The first stage of this work, already being performed, aims at the identification, collecting and the treatment of the legislation on slavery and forced labour from 1521
until 1875 (in Portuguese case) and until 1888 in Brazilian case,.This treatment includes a summary of each law, the respective thematic, institutional and geographical

Subproject 3: Creation and construction of the website from the Centro de Estudos em Propriedade Intelectual e Concorréncia (CPIC). The website aims to be a database
regarding Portuguese jurisprudence and doctrine in the fields of Copyright, Industrial Property and Competition Law and its objective is to be both a collection of

information available to researchers and practitioners working in those fields but also a helpful instrument to be used in the teaching of this subjects
Subproject 4: “Citizenship concepts (Portugal, 1820-1926)”

The aim of this sub- project is to collect and analyse historical sources to support future works on the history of Portuguese discourses on citizenship. Part of these sources
is already available in the Digital library on legal doctrine in the context of Sub-project 1. The other part (legislation and parliamentary debates) is being collected in other
websites (.http://www.parlamento.pt/; http://iuslusitaniae.fcsh.unl.pt; http:/net.fd.ul.pt/legis/; www.dre.pt) This includes not only the electoral laws, but also laws related
to religious and press freedom, rights of association and petition or naturalization of foreigners, political and civil rights.
